8pm starting outside the Hall: Easter Vigil 
 

Our Mass begins in the darkness of the evening.  In kindling 
a new fire and lighting the paschal candle, we are reminded 
that Christ came as a light shining in the darkness. 
 

During the candle procession: Fr Adrian: Christ our light! 
Congregation: Thanks be to God. 

 

On reaching the church door, after the second acclamation, 
the congregational candles are lit.  Please pass the flame 
from one to another but do not use a lighter or matches and 
do not allow children under 12 to carry a lit candle. The 
candles are extinguished after the Easter Proclamation 
(Exsultet) and relit for the renewal of baptismal promises. 
 

A reading from the book of Genesis [1:1-2:2] – Our creation 
 

A reading from the book of Genesis [22:1-18] – Abraham’s sacrifice 
 

A reading from the book of Exodus [14:15ff] followed by the 
Response: I will sing to the Lord, glorious his triumph! 
 

After a concluding prayer the altar candles are lit and we 
sing the Gloria: Hymn no. 26 Glory! Glory! Glory to God! 
 

A reading from the letter of St Paul to the Romans [6:3-11] 
 

Fr Adrian then sings the Alleluia which is used as our 
response to the psalm: Alleluia, Alleluia, Alleluia! 
 

A reading from the holy Gospel according to Luke [24:1-12] 
 

The Baptisms begin with the Litany of the Saints
